Take Care of Yourselves Out On The Court

Good things to remember to keep yourself safe
By Ron Pontiff, Vice President

Court Safety

The summer heat is a good time to remember bocce
court safety. We all must be aware of our surround-
ings and mindful of the people we are playing with.

Trips and falls are the most common cause of injury
on the courts. To reduce the possibility of falls and
other injuries, we offer the following rules:

e During play, only the “roller” will be on the
court.

e Balls will be returned to the cradles after the
completion of each frame.

o Defensive, hard throws will be announced
prior to roll to insure awareness by all play-
ers.

o All players will stay behind the court back-
boards, except when rolling, or closest to the
palino determination.

The club does have “chicken feet” and ball cradles on
risers. Both these items can be used to reduce bend-
ing for ball retrieval. The chicken feet are in the shed
and the risers are in the plastic storage unit outside
the shed. The risers are heavy and should be moved
only be capable members. The risers are be placed on
the side of the courts next to the existing ball cradles.

They should not be placed on the court lip.

This time of year, heat exhaustion is a real possibili-
ty. It can be caused by water or salt depletion. Water
depletion symptoms can be as excessive thirst, mus-
cle weakness, headache, and fainting. Salt depletion
symptoms include nausea, vomiting, dizziness, and
heat cramps. If you suspect heat exhaustion, move to
the shade, drink water, wipe down with a cool, damp
towel and, lie down with feet elevated. For severe
cases of heat exhaustion or heat stroke, call 911.

A first aid kit and Incident/Accident Report forms
are located in the shed. The AED (defibrillator) is
located between the restrooms next to the Stained-
Glass Studio. If 911 is required, report the location
as the bocce court behind the Social Center at 2
Texas Drive. The Incident/Accident Report forms
should be filled out for all incidents of injury or
illness.

While wine can sometimes overcome the distance
between neighbors, we must caution you against a
manners mistep in mixing wine and bacon crack. The
necessity of offering linen napkins to prevent a messy

stain on bocce balls or one’s bocce costume can create
a hardship on players. Balancing a napkin, a stemmed
glass and a plate of bacon crack while rolling can affect
play and could be the cause of over dramatic play. But
the answer to your scoring question is quite simple. If
the palino leaves the court, the game is over and de-
clared as no score. Share the news with your neighbors.
