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Cops can compel you to unlock your iPhone via Touch ID 

 
A new report published late yesterday revealed that cops can't make you give them your smartphone 
password -- but they can compel you to slap your finger onto your Apple Touch ID device to unlock it, 
a Virginia court ruled Thursday. 

  

The report notes that "It's an odd sort of loophole: The Fifth Amendment protects you from offering 
knowledge that could incriminate yourself, meaning you don't have to tell a cop your phone's 
password if he or she asks you for it. But you can be required to turn over physical evidence or DNA 
information. In the Virginia case, the judge ruled that a fingerprint is considered a physical object -- 
and police are allowed to force you to give it to them. 

 

 

The report notes that "We can't invoke the privilege against self-incrimination to prevent the 
government from collecting biometrics like fingerprints, DNA samples, or voice exemplars," as earlier 
noted by Wired's Marcia Hofmann back in 2013. 

  

Hoffman at that time correctly noted that "For the privilege to apply, however, the government must 
try to compel a person to make a 'testimonial' statement that would tend to incriminate him or her. 
When a person has a valid privilege against self-incrimination, nobody — not even a judge — can 
force the witness to give that information to the government. 

  

But a communication is 'testimonial' only when it reveals the contents of your mind. We can't invoke 
the privilege against self-incrimination to prevent the government from collecting biometrics like 
fingerprints, DNA samples, or voice exemplars. Why? Because the courts have decided that this 
evidence doesn't reveal anything you know. It's not testimonial.  

  

The recent ruling by Virginia Beach Circuit Court Judge Steven Frucci is linked to the case of David 
Baust, an emergency medical services captain who was charged in February with attempting to 
strangle his girlfriend. Prosecutors wanted to access video on Baust's locked phone, the Virginian-
Pilot reported. 

  

The Interesting twist here worth noting is that neither side in this case knows whether Baust's phone 
could be opened with just a fingerprint. Prosecutors are having a detective look into it. If the iPhone is 
encrypted twice - with both a fingerprint and a pass code, it would remain locked under Frucci's ruling.

at $5,000

When Apple debuted the Apple Watch alongside its newest iPhone models this fall, it said that the wrist adorned 

gadget would start at $349 and would come in various models, but did not give pricing information for other 

configurations. Now, according to a report, the stainless steel edition could cost $500 and will be available in 

polished steel or black while the premium gold Apple Watch Edition could cost as much as $5,000 at launch. 

Apple Watch Stainless Steel (polished or black sidereal) would be proposed at $ 500. The Edition model in 

yellow or pink gold would be sold between $ 4,000 and $ 5,000. No part of the package of Watch (excluding 

strap) can be easily removed to replace the battery or another component. 

In the past, we've heard rumors that the Apple Watch Edition could cost around the $10,000 mark. The latest 

number being thrown around would be half of what was previously anticipated for the solid gold smartwatch. 

The pricing report comes by way of French site iGen.fr, which states that the device could launch by Valentine's 

Day. Apple has so far not given an exact launch date aside from saying that the device will be available in early 

2015, though a leaked memo from retail head Angela Ahrendts stated a spring time frame. 

Regarding availability, our contact says the date of Valentine is still valid, despite the Angela Ahrendts 

statement announcing a spring launch . Operators (resellers and distributors) are in any case in the starting 

blocks for mid-February ...

Resize Photos from iPhone by Mailing Them to 
Yourself 

The Photos app of on the iPhone and iPad is lacking a direct resize tool for now, but that doesn’t mean you can’t resize 

pictures from iOS. While there are a variety of third partyapps out there to complete the task, another simple option is 

to just rely on the photo reducing tools that come along with the sharing feature. 

Resizing pictures this way works with up to five photos at a time and is done through emailing a photo, whether it’s 

sent to someone else or, if you simply want to resize the picture for your own use, by sending it to yourself. 

Admittedly, this is kind of a weird way to go about things, but it works in a pinch and natively in iOS without having to 

download any third party apps which for the most part are surprisingly junky. 

 

Resize a Photo from the iPhone & iPad by Email 

This relies on the Mail sending feature to change the resolution of an image sent from the iPhone oriPad, this is done 

by reducing the overall size to one of several options: 

1. From the Photos app, select the photo(s) you want to resize then tap on the “Share” option (the little arrow icon) 

2. Choose “Mail” and select the recipient, choosing your own email as the recipient if you want to just resize an 

image and share it with yourself 

3. Tap on “Send” to bring about the resize options, choose one of the following to change the resolution of the 

picture as follows:

o “Small” is 320×240 – so small it’s basically useless, hard to imagine a scenario where this size would be 

appropriate 

o “Medium” is 640×480″ – probably what ‘small’ should be 

o “Large” is 1632×1224 – exactly half of the full size image, the halving applies to all iOS devices for now 

o “Actual” is 3264×2448 – the full size image taken from the iPhone camera, not resized or compressed 

o  

 

These resolutions are from the 8MP camera that has been around on the iPhone since iPhone 4S, iPhone 5, iPhone 5S, 

iPhone 5C, and with speculation that the iPhone 6 will have the same camera, will probably carry forward at least 

another generation of iPhones, as Apple seems to really like 8MP cameras. 

If you sent the pictures to yourself, now you just need to tap and hold onto them to save them to the iPhone in their 

newly resized version. 

Of course, cropping photos sort of also works to resize in a roundabout way if you don’t mind losing some of the 

imagery itself, but that’s not much of an option if you want to maintain the entire image. 

Is this ideal? Obviously not, but it works if you need it to, and it gets by in a pinch while we all wait for such a resize 

feature to become native into the iOS Photos app. Oddly enough, the other good image editing apps like 

Snapseed and Afterlight also don’t allow for direct resizing either. This much-wanted feature is really lacking in most 

camera and photo manipulation tools in the iOS world, something the Mac is much better at thanks to the built-in 

Preview utility. 

 

(Note: the Small, Medium, Large, and Actual options do not show the resolution of the image that it will be 

reduced/resized to. The resolutions are easily determined from sending them to yourself on a computer where you 

can check yourself)

One of the first things many people noticed yesterday after upgrading to iOS 8 was that the Camera Roll and 

Photo Stream sections in the Photos app  were completely missing. This left many people confused and alarmed 

as to where their Camera Roll photos went, and understandably so. However, your photos are notgone and 

nothing is missing. They're just in a different location now. 
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Where are all my Camera Roll photos? 

 

Upon launching the Photos app for the first time after updating to iOS 8, you'll immediately notice that your 

dedicated Camera Roll and Photo Stream are now gone. Instead, there is a section entitled "Recently Added" 

that is followed by any albums you've created on your iPhone or iPad and a few default ones such as panos, 

videos, and a few others. Default albums can not be deleted. I'm not sure how long photos stay in Recently 

Added before being bumped out and into the Photos tab, but my hunch tells me it's somewhere around 30 days. 

iOS 7 last year introduced new ways to organize photos into years, collections, and moments. Up until iOS 8, if 

you didn't want to use those sections and preferred thumbing through the thousands of photos in your Camera 

Roll, you had that option. Now with iOS 8, to view older photos that aren't fairly recent, you'll need to either use 

the Photos tab or create albums in the Albums tab in order to customize and sort photos the way you'd like.

How to View Only Videos Taken with iPhone in 

the Photos App

A very welcome change has arrived to the Photos app post iOS 7 that allows you to easily view only videos taken with 

an iOS device, presenting them in an easy to view and share format. This is a huge improvement to past editions of 

Photos app, and the new sorting feature prevents you from having to scroll endlessly through a gigantic Camera Roll 

to see what’s a movie amongst a million pictures. 

 

 

Before proceeding let’s quickly address a source of significant confusion for many: despite the name, the dedicated 

“Videos” app for iOS does not show videos taken with the iPhone Camera, it only shows videos that have been 

transferred or downloaded to the device from iTunes. That combined with having to go to the “Photos” app to see 

your personal movies remain confusing to many, but once you get the hang of this new super-simple video sorting 

trick you probably won’t make that mistake again, and you’ll appreciate that the downloaded videos and your own 

personal movies are stored in separate locations on the device. 

Showing Videos Only in the iPhone Photos App 

This applies to the Photos app for all post iOS 7 devices: 

 Open the Photos app as you would to look at anything taken with the iOS Camera, then choose the “Albums” 

option 

 If it’s not already displayed, select the back button to return to the primary “Albums” section 

 Locate and choose “Videos” to view only the videos taken with the iPhone camera 
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There you have it, only the videos taken from the iPhone camera that are stored on the device will be displayed 

here regardless of when they were taken, alongside any movies that have been saved locally to the device from 

emails or imessages – no more sorting through pictures to look for that tiny little video camera icon to determine 

whats a movie and whats a picture. Videos are shown in chronological order from the oldest to the newest, making it 

fairly easy to know where to look for specific events, and making it simple to quickly send out videos, share them on 

social networks, or create a public website of them if desired. 

Tap back to the Albums screen and choose Camera Roll to view your entire combined photos and videos collection as 

usual, just as it appeared in prior versions of iOS. 

The new Collections and Moments views, accessible from the Photos app by choosing “Photos” and then selecting a 

year, also follows the classic all-in-one listing of movies and pictures, but they are sorted by dates which can also 

make it easier to find a specific video you’re looking for. 

And yes, as usual this also applies to the iPad and iPod touch running iOS 7.0 or newer, but we’re emphasizing the 

iPhone here because out of the three iOS devices it is the one perhaps most commonly used as a full-fledged camera 

for taking photos and videos. 

 

How to setup and use call relay to make and take 

iPhone calls on your iPad

Call relay lets you answer and place calls from your iPhone using your iPad. It's part of Continuity, and it means 

that if your iPhone is in your pocket or bag, across the room or in another room entirely, you no longer have to 

worry about getting to it just to take or make a call. Instead, as long as you're logged into the same Apple ID 

(iCloud account) and on the same Wi-Fi network, you can take or make those calls right from your iPad or Mac. 

It uses the same phone number, carrier, and plan as your iPhone, so the person on the other end won't know 

the difference. Call relay also uses the same interface as the Phone app on your iPhone, so you get all the 

features you're used to as well, including the caller's number, contact picture, and more. That makes it not only 

convenient, but easy to use as well!

 How to place a call on your iPad with Continuity Calling and Safari 

Continuity call relay requirements 
In order for call relay to work, both your iPhone and iPad need to be: 

1. Running iOS 8.1 or later. 

2. Connected to the same Wi-Fi network. 

3. Logged into the same Apple ID (iCloud account). 

How to enable or disable call relay on your iPhone or iPad 
You can choose which iPhones and iPads work with call relay. That way, you have the convenience of using the 

devices you want while avoiding the ringing and other annoyances on the ones you don't. 
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1. Launch the Settings app on your iPhone. 

2. Tap on FaceTime. 

3. Turn On the option for iPhone Cellular Calls if it isn't enabled already. 

4. Repeat the same steps on your iPad as well. 

 

To disable call relay, select Off instead. 



How to place a call from your iPad with Continuity Calling 

and the Contacts app 
1. Launch the Contacts app on your iPad and find the contact you'd like to call. 

2. Tap the Phone icon next to the number you'd like to call. 

 

That's all there is to it! Your iPad will automatically connect the call using your iPhone. 

How to place a call from your iPad with Continuity Calling 

and Safari 
1. Launch Safari on your iPad. 

2. Start searching for the store, business, or location you'd like to call. 

3. Tap on the Maps suggestion when it appears. 

4. Tap on the Phone icon to place the call. 



 

Keep in mind the Safari method may not work if the number you're looking for isn't published. However, this 

works great for businesses and restaurants where you may not know the number. It's just as easy as searching 

your contacts! You can also tap any number on an actual web page in order to call it through your iPad. Give it 

a try and let me know in the comments how it works for you!

How to Show a Sidebar in iTunes 12

The iTunes sidebar has been a part of the media players functionality since the earliest days of the app, 

allowing users to quickly navigate around iTunes and their media, and also easily transfer things like music and 

movies to their iPhones, iPads, and iPods. The latest version of iTunes 12 has a different take on things though, and 

the interface has changed considerably by removing the sidebar and eliminating the option to show the sidebar from 

the View menu. 

It turns out there is a way to show a sidebar in iTunes 12, however. 

 

No, the new sidebar is not going to behave exactly like what users were accustomed to before in prior versions of 

iTunes, but it does work to be able to easily move media around between iTunes and iOS devices, and allows you to 

quickly jump between playlists, devices, and your stuff. 

1. Open iTunes as usual to any media player screen 

2. Click on the “Playlists” button (it looks like text but it’s actually a button, much like iOS) 

3. The media view switches to ‘Playlist’ mode and a sidebar appears on the left, switching out of Playlist mode will 

hide the sidebar again

You’ll find all of your music and media playlists in the sidebar, but if you switch out of Playlists view, the sidebar will 

disappear from iTunes again. Thus, if you want to always see the sidebar in iTunes 12 you’ll need to stay in Playlists 

view, or at least switch to Playlists view when necessary. 

In the default view, no sidebar is visible: 

 

In the “Playlists” view, the sidebar becomes visible: 

 

If the appearance of iTunes looks a bit starker here than what you have on your own Mac, it’s due to the increased 

contrast option being enabled for the broader interface of OS X. 

This new sidebar functionality applies to all versions of iTunes 12 in any version of Mac OS X (or Windows). Since 

iTunes 12 is the default in OS X Yosemite, there is no option to use a prior version of iTunes, but for users on OS X 

Mavericks and prior versions of the Mac operating system, staying put on an earlier version of iTunes is possible – just 

note that eventually future versions of iOS will almost certainly be incompatible with the older iTunes releases.

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How to deal with zip files on your iPhone or 

iPad

Zip files—that is, single-file bundles that contain multiple items—are incredibly useful tools. On my Mac, I use 

zip files for all sorts of tasks: shrinking document sizes, transferring data from one place to another, and 

collecting various files together into a single bundle. 

On the iPhone and iPad, zip files are a bit less convenient, due to iOS's lack of central file system. You can't 

currently open downloaded files in iCloud Drive, so you're left to rely mostly on third-party apps for viewing, 

unzipping, and compressing your own zip files. Here are a few of my favorite ways to handle zip files on iOS. 

If you get zip files in an email or iMessage 

It used to be that if you got an emailed zip file, the only way to handle it was to use iOS's "Open In" feature to 

send the file to a third-party app. Not so anymore: As of iOS 7, the Mail and Messages apps automatically 

decompress zip files after downloading, so you can view each component file within the bundle using the Quick 

Look feature. From there, you can individually select files to send to other apps on iOS, or send the entire zip 

bundle to a third-party app. 

 

Mail and Messages are currently the only iOS apps that offers this Quick Look feature; Safari just prompts you 

with an "Open In" command, should you stumble across a zip file while browsing. 
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If you get zip files from anywhere else 

If you're downloading a zip file from Safari, AirDrop, or in any other place on iOS that can't handle opening zip 

files, you'll more likely than not be presented with an "Open In" command. This offers you a list of zip-file-

compatible apps; you can then choose which one you prefer by tapping it. 

 

Of all the apps I've tested over the years, Transmit and GoodReader are my personal favorites for dealing with 

zip files, though Dropbox isn't bad if you just want to host a zip file for someone else to download. (The app 

won't unzip files, sadly.) 

Goodreader and Transmit work very similarly, downloading the zip bundle to the app's local file repository. From 

there, Goodreader offers to automatically unzip your file, while Transmit requires a tap on the zip file and a 

subsequent tap on "Decompress" to unzip. 

 

You can also zip folders in both GoodReader and Transmit. In GoodReader, select the folder and tap Zip; in 

Transmit, tap the checkmark in the upper right corner, select the folder or multiple files in question, then tap 

the Actions > Compress.

Dim your screen further than Control Center allows 

(and other cool iOS 8 tricks)

Dan Frakes, formerly of Macworld, took some time on Monday to write up a giantcompendium of iOS 8 tips, 

tricks, and hints that he's compiled over his months beta-testing the operating system. There's a lot of good 

stuff in there for people interested in Mail shortcuts, Siri, and Safari, but my personal favorite new trick—and 

one I hadn't heard about until now—is how to dim the screen further than what Control Center allows. 

Even dimmer screen dimming This one, also hidden in the Accessibility settings, seems minor, but I love it. I 

regularly read on my iOS devices at night before going to sleep. If I'm doing that reading in bed, the lights are 

out (because my better half is trying to sleep), so I turn the screen brightness all the way down. But iOS's 

dimmest screen-brightness level has never been dim enough—it's still uncomfortably bright when there's no 

ambient light. (Some reading-focused apps have nice night-reading modes, but not all.) 

I read a lot on my iPhone at night, and when surrounded by others, that screen can sometimes be just a tad too 

bright. Frakes's trick—which uses Apple's Zoom accessibility settings—drops your iOS device's low brightness 

setting by an additional third, and it's easy to set up. 

1. Launch the Settings app 

2. Go to General > Accessibility > Zoom and turn Zoom on. 

3. Tap the screen three times with three fingers, which pops up the Zoom options window. (You can 

alternatively select Zoom under the Settings > Accessibility > Accessibility Shortcut menu, which lets you 
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triple-press the Home button instead of triple-tapping the screen.) 

 

4. Tap Choose Filter, then select Low Light, which will further darken your screen. 



5. Tap anywhere to close the Zoom options window.

 

From there, you can do more minor brightness adjustments from Control Center. This tweak is awesome for 

low-light reading, and I'm going to use it all the time. (Those of you hoping it's another way to save your 

battery life will sadly be disappointed, though: The screen "dimming" is actually just a filter, not a physical 

dimming of your iOS device's screen.)

How to view iCloud Drive files on iPhone and iPad

While iCloud Drive behaves like a full featured file manager on both Windows and Mac, that isn't the case on 

iPhone or iPad. There just isn't an iCloud Drive app on mobile. So, if you want to access iCloud Drive files on 

iOS, you'll need an App Store app to do it. The trouble is, not every App Store app supports every file type. So, 

if you just want to see all your iCloud Drive files on your iPhone or iPad, what can you do? 
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How to browse and manage iCloud Drive files with iCloud Opener 

 

A free app called iCloud Opener on the App Store is available that lets you browse all your iCloud Drive files in 

one place. You can use the built-in viewer in order to preview them or you can open them in a compatible app. 

Essentially, iCloud Opener acts as a hub so you can choose the file you want to work with before having to pick 

an app that only shows certain types of files.

The last type of iCloud Drive file browser app that appeared on the App Store quickly got pulled, so we'll see if 

iCloud Opener lasts.

How to browse and manage iCloud Drive files on iOS with Documents 5 

To view all your iCloud Drive files on iOS, I recommend Documents 5 by Readdle from the App Store. There 

are other apps that do it, like Goodreader, but Documents 5 has a friendlier user interface and is easier to get 

started with.

purchases. You can view recent transactions in Passbook, and, depending on whether or not your credit card and 

bank support it, a longer transactional history in Settings. Here's how! 

How to view recent Apple Pay transactions with Passbook 

1. Launch the Passbook app on your iPhone or iPad that you use Apple Pay with.  
2. Tap on the card you'd like to view recent transactions for.  
3. Any recent transactions should appear directly underneath the card.  
4. Tap the Info button in the bottom right corner of any card to view more transactions.

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The area beneath Passbook cards seems to only show transactions from the last 24 hours. If you haven't made a 

transaction in the last 24 hours, it shows the last transaction you made. 

How to view detailed Apple Pay transactions with Settings 

You can view a more detailed transaction history in Settings, if your credit card and bank support it. (If not, it 

will be blank.) 

1. Launch the Settings app on your iPhone or iPad that you use Apple Pay with.  
2. Tap on Passbook & Apple Pay.  
3. Tap on the card you'd like to view a transaction history for.  
4. You should see current transactions in the main view if your cardholder supports it.  



 

If your bank as a stand-alone iOS app as well, you may also be able to tap on the Open button next to the app 
name in order to view complete account details, make payments, and more. 

 



 

'Masque attack': Don't panic but do pay attention

"Masque Attack" is the new name—given by security firm FireEye—to an old trick intended to fool you into 

installing malicious apps on your iPhone or iPad. Most recently detailed by security researcher Jonathan 

Zdziarski, tricks like Masque Attack won't affect most people, but it's worth understanding how it works and, in 

the event you are targeted, how to avoid it. 

Apple has a lot of safeguards built into iOS. A Masque attack tries to get you to circumvent those safeguards 

and install malicious apps anyway. In order to make a Masque attack work, an attacker has to: 

1. Have an iOS Developer Enterprise Program account or the universal device identifier (UDID) for the device they 
want to target. 

2. Make a malicious app that looks like a popular, existing app. (A fake Gmail app that simply loads the Gmail 
website in FireEye's example.) 

3. Get you to download their fake app from outside the App Store. (For example, by sending you an email with a 
link in it.) 

4. Get you to agree to the iOS popup that warns you the app you're trying to install is from an untrusted source. 

Getting a device's UDID is non-trivial and this approach would limit how many devices could be targeted. For 

this reason, attackers try to get iOS Developer Enterprise Program accounts instead. Enterprise-signed apps can 

be installed on any device, making enterprise-signed malware easier to distribute and spread. However, Apple 

has the ability to revoke enterprise certificates at any time, preventing any apps signed by that certificate from 

ever launching again. That's why this type of attack is much more likely to be used in a targeted manner against 

a specific individual or group of individuals, than to be exploited in the wild targeting a large group of users. 

A Masque attack app is one that overwrites and potentially imitates an existing App Store app (built-in Apple 

apps can't be overwritten). It does this by using the same bundle ID as the legitimate app. Bundle IDs are 

identifiers that must be unique between apps on a device. Installing a new app that has the same bundle ID as an 

existing app will result in the original app being overwritten by the new one. 

Apple requires App Store bundle IDs to be unique, which is why this type of attack can't be performed with 

apps downloaded from the App Store.

A Masque Attack takes advantage of this behavior by intentionally overwriting an existing app and then 

attempting to look and behave the same as the original app. Once installed, if the developer of the original app 

hasn't encrypted their locally stored data, the Masque Attack app could access that data. The fake app could also 

try and trick you into entering account information by, for example, showing you a fake login page that sends 

your credentials to a server owned by the attacker. 

It's important to note that this isn't a recent change and isn't a bug—this is how things are designed to work. In 

fact, this very functionality is used by many developers for legitimate purposes. It works because bundle IDs are 

not necessarily tied to specific certificates or developer accounts. Apple may change this in the future to address 

security issues like this, but it will be difficult to do without having some negative impact on developers. 

To avoid Masque and similar attacks, all that's required is to avoid downloading any apps from outside Apple's 

official App Store, and denying permission for any untrusted app to install. 

If you think you've already fallen victim to such an attack, you can check in iOS 7 by navigate to Settings > 

General > Profiles. Any profiles used to install a non-App Store app will be shown here and can be deleted. 

Unfortunately Apple removed the ability to see these profiles on the device in iOS 8, and a tool such as iPhone 

Configuration Utility or Xcode needs to be used to view and delete installed profiles. 

If you suspect you have already installed a Masque app, it can be removed by deleted the affected app and re-

installing it cleanly from App Store. Of course, if you do think an app you have was subjected to an attack, you 

should change all passwords for any associated accounts. 

 

 

 

AirDrop troll your friends (and avoid getting trolled 

yourself)

people using their phones. Many have iPhones or iPads, and have a setting turned on that lets me send them 

unsolicited files through AirDrop. Where Apple envisioned it as a way to send useful files and websites to 

friends and acquaintances, I use it to send photos of sloths to strangers. And not just any sloths, but sloths 

wearing spacesuits. 

You see, when enabled, Apple's AirDrop service has two different security settings within Control Center: 

Contacts Only, or Everyone. Select "Contacts Only," and only those iCloud users who have your iCloud 

account linked in their Contacts app (and vice versa) will be able to send you files. Select "Everyone," however, 

and your little AirDrop bubble will pop up as an option to anyone in the surrounding area. 

All those people getting notifications about space sloths in Josh's general vicinity? They simply made the 

unwitting mistake of keeping their iOS device tuned to "Everyone." 

Before anyone gets panicky about security, I should note that setting your AirDrop preferences to "Everyone" 

doesn't mean that those files will accept automatically—merely that you can receive a request to be sent a file 

from anyone with a Mac, iPhone, iPad, or iPod touch. 

That said, should you want to avoid such a cute interruption to your day—or other troublemakers aiming to 

send not-so-cute images your way—you need only switch AirDrop to the "Off" or "Contacts Only" position.

The footage shows progress made when compared against previous videos of the new 

construct, capturing the project from a variety of angles. Not only have the foundations been laid, but 

construction has commenced on the building structure itself. 

Apple also shared an aerial shot of its won for posting on the Cupertino city website. Phase one of construction 

is expected to be completed by 2016. While there's still some way to go when we'll get to see the gorgeous new 

Apple HQ unveiled to the world, it's already quite the sight to behold.
