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Apple may unveil Apple Watch 2, iPhone 6c in March 2016
Apple is reportedly planning to unveil the next version of the Apple Watch at an event in March. The

company may also debut the long-rumored iPhone 6c at this event.
Apple is currently planning a March 2016 event to unveil the second-generation Apple 
Watch, according to sources with knowledge of the plans. The second version of the Apple 
Watch would then ship by April, nearly a year after the original model first went on sale. 
Apple has also been working on a new "iPhone 6c" with a 4-inch display, which also could 
appear at this event, according to the sources…

While Apple originally unveiled the first Apple Watch in late 2014, it reintroduced the device in March 
of this year, just over a month before the device first went on sale. A March reveal for the second Apple
Watch would make sense, particularly if the company were planning for the watch to go on sale in 
April.

As for what's supposed to be in the upcoming Apple Watch, we're not quite sure. A previous report 
indicated that Apple was working to put a new wireless chipset into the watch to improve 
communication between it and the iPhone. The company is also said to be looking at increasing 
functionality while maintaining the watch's current battery life.

As for the iPhone 6c, it is rumored to be a cross between the iPhone 5s and iPhone 6s lines, with the 
metal body, 4-inch display, and camera of the former. However, it will reportedly be powered by an A9 
chip, just like the current crop of devices. It is also said to have an NFC chip for Apple Pay, which 
would be the first time the service had direct support on smaller devices, which currently only support 
Apple pay through the Apple Watch.

with new expanded view of punctuation symbols and better predictions 
• Fixing an issue on Cyrillic keyboards where caps lock would be enabled when 

typing in URL or email fields 
• Accessibility improvements 

• Fixing issues with VoiceOver when using Camera face detection 
• Adding support for VoiceOver to wake up the screen 
• Adding support for VoiceOver to invoke app switcher with 3D Touch gesture
• Fixing an issue with Guided Access when trying to end phone calls 
• Improved functionality for Switch Control users when using 3D Touch 
• Fixing an issue with speech rate of Speak Screen 

• Siri support for Arabic (Saudi Arabia, United Arab Emirates) 

You can grab the update now as an over-the-air download, or through iTunes on your computer.

And iOS 9.2 offers iPhone compatibility for the older SD Card model.
Forget weirdly-shaped silicone battery cases: The biggest new Apple product is, in fact, a revamp of the
company's Lightning to SD Card Camera Reader. Not only does it now offer USB 3 speeds for the iPad
Pro, but all iPhone models post-iPhone 5 are supported, too.

First reported by Jeff Benjamin at iDownloadBlog, this is a huge boon for anyone who travels with a 
DSLR (or takes professional photographs)—no longer do you need an iPad or Mac to save photographs
or video you've snapped to iCloud Photo Library or Dropbox, or share images with friends. I've been 
asking for this capability since the release of Apple's original SD card reader, and I am beyond excited 
to get my hands on it.

Apple didn't need to release a new reader to enable iPhone capability—iOS 9.2 brings compatibility to 
the older Lightning SD card reader—but the company's iPad-only SD reader was often sluggish with its
transfer speeds. No word yet on whether Apple plans to similarly update its Lightning to USB reader, 
which could bring faster iPad speeds as well as MIDI instrument and extended microphone support to 
the iPhone, but here's hoping.

A new reader is also a great excuse to future-proof: Supporting USB 3 transfer speeds means that 4K-
shot video will transfer to the iPad Pro faster than ever, and if the iPhone gets USB 3 in its 2016 
iteration, the same will soon apply to the smartphone.

Mozilla launches Focus by firefox ad blocker for Safari on iOS 9
Mozilla, the company behind the Firefox web browser, has announced it will launch
an ad blocker made for Apple's Safari browser for iOS 9 users. The app, Focus by
Firefox, is designed to block web content trackers that are on Disconnect's open

source blocklist.
So why is Mozilla getting into the ad blocking business? Denelle Dixon-Thayer, the company's Chief 
Legal and Business Officer, gives Mozilla's reasons in a blog post:

We made Focus by Firefox because we believe content blockers need to be transparent with
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publishers and other content providers about how lists are created and maintained, rather 
than placing certain content in a permanent penalty box. We want this product to encourage
a discussion about users and content providers, instead of monetizing users' mistrust and 
pulling value out of the Web ecosystem. Focus by Firefox is free to users and we don't 
monetize it in other ways.

Mozilla recently launched the iOS version of Firefox, but the new Focus ad blocker doesn't work with 
the company's own web browser. However, Mozilla claims that this move was out of their hands:

This was not our choice—Apple has chosen to make content blocking unavailable to third 
party browsers on iOS. We are exploring how we can provide this feature on Firefox for 
iOS and will deliver it as soon as it's possible.
