In your first “From the Prez” article in the January 2015 issue of Kitchen Talk, you 
advised us that whether we joined the Sun City Pickleball Club to make new friends, 
to get (or stay) in shape, or just to have fun, our Pickleball Board members would welcome our suggestions 
on how to improve our on-court experience. You added that email would work best, but if we weren’t on the 
court playing, brief sideline discussions would work too. We took you to task, and while we feel kind of bad 
about crashing your computer with the emails, we think it would help your replacement to have a number 
issuing ticket machine like they have in the HEB deli for the “brief” sideline discussions at the picnic table.

You told us you’d listen to our suggestions and concerns for improving our Club with the caveat that concerns and 
suggestions must go hand in hand. That worked out well for us. It resulted in a new paddle rack system that 
exponentially improved court utilization and continues to promote integrated play among ability groups. It also 
displaced the crowds of folks standing on the sidelines in between the courts to a common waiting area that has since 
been beautified as a platform for social engagement.  
 
You encouraged workshops to determine short and long-term solutions for maximizing court utilization, membership 
growth, social events, tournaments, volunteers, player development, member feedback, court maintenance and 
relationship building with the CA. You energized member involvement both as participants and as volunteers, and 
reminded us that “It’s all about Fun, Friends and Fitness.” 
 
Through your influence, the lights on Courts 5 and 6 actually illuminate the courts. Our new members are greeted 
with a welcome letter signed by you and officially “pickled” with a hat pin upon joining the club. Our distinguished 
volunteers are recognized under the Volunteer of the Month program. Our training programs provide new players 
with the tools needed to play with confidence in their basic skills and understanding of game rules. Skills and Drills 
with Simon and Simone enable players to hone their strokes, and the addition of 4 more courts in the Queens Tract 
in September looks bright.  
 
As club president, you have had a multi-faceted role as 
leader, organizer, negotiator, and at times, peacemaker. 
Though it’s hard to admit, Fred Kandel probably said it best 
when he described you as “creative, but motherly at the 
same time”.  You promote good ideas and see them 
through.

Since its inception, the Sun City pickleball club has been offering pickleball 
instruction.  What started as informal 'beginner' classes for all Sun City residents 
has evolved to an organized program of instruction.  Introductory classes are still 
offered to all residents; however, members are offered a variety of more advanced 
training, available from the club's very capable training committee.  Up until very 
recently there have been few options available for players seeking still more 
advanced levels of instruction without having to travel...usually to Coach Mo, in 
Florida. 

 
All that changed with the birth of the International Pickleball Teaching Professional Association (IPTPA).  The 
IPTPA was established at the 2015 USAPA Nationals with the goals of establishing pickleball teaching methods 
and standards and certifying instructors that are able to demonstrate their pickleball knowledge, skills, and 
teaching ability.   
 
"The purpose of the IPTPA is to certify and elevate the standards of the Pickleball Teaching Professional. 
The IPTPA will be the world’s leading association of Certified Pickleball Teaching Professionals, viewed and 
highly respected as an organization of knowledgeable experts and industry innovators. The IPTPA will deliver 
an on-going program of workshops, seminars and other learning experiences to continually raise the quality of 
each of our members. Our intent is to raise the standards of Pickleball excellence on a worldwide basis and to 
work in conjunction with the USAPA to help grow the sport of Pickleball."

We're fortunate in having several of these IPTPA teaching professionals working in the Austin area and several 
of us have already taken advantage of this new opportunity to improve our game.  One you've probably already 
heard of is Matt Lazarine. The club arranged for Matt to give a few lessons here at Sun City several weeks ago. 
Matt primarily teaches at the Austin Tennis Center (ATC), but is willing to make other arrangements to 
accommodate his clients.  Kit Harper is another IPTPA professional teaching at ATC (usually on 
Sunday mornings) and will also make accommodations.  One of the newest local IPTPA pros is our own Jim 
Brown. The good news for Sun City players is that Jim teaches at his home court and you can get there within 
walking distance by golf cart. 

So, there you have it.  The opportunities for improving your game have never been better.  Sign up for one of 
the club's many training programs or arrange for a session (or more) from one of these certified professionals.
