At this time, MOW of Williamson and Burnet Counties will close our six Congregate Senior 
Centers for a two-week period in order to comply with the Governor’s Executive Order, aimed at 
slowing down COVID-19.  Clients who normally visit one of the congregate meals sites or receive a 
home delivered meal will now receive a two-week supply of shelf-stable meals.
