Make the icons jiggle - 3 ways


- Long press an area of the screen (not an icon)

     - They will start to jiggle


- Long press an icon for quick action menu

     - Select ‘Edit Home Screen’


- Extra long press an icon

     - Quick action goes away and they jiggle
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Quick Action Menus
- Most  apps have ‘bonus’ quick actions

- Most 3rd party apps only have 3 actions

     - Edit Home Screen

     - Share App

     - Remove App
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Rearrange Home Screen Tips
- Trouble dragging from screen to screen?


- Use the ‘tray’ in the bottom row

- Remove an app from bottom row

- Replace with the app you want to move

- Scroll to the new page

- Drag the app out of the tray

- You can move two or more apps at one time
