There is 
a self-serve Snack Bar & a Gift Shop on the premises. Alert:  There are 52 steps 
leading to the  cave and slick spots in the cave so please wear closed toe, low 
heeled shoes(rubber soles recommended). Not wheelchair accessible, and no pets 
except trained service animals.  Temperatures are constant at up to 68 degrees so 
bring a light jacket/wear long pants if you choose.
